It will also be 

an income generating project 

for AVS Uganda as well as 

employing local people with 

skills and qualifications. The 

income raised, as with our 

other local projects, will be 

fed back into the needy in 

the community through our 

local committee, helping AVS 

Uganda to be self sufficient 

and  con t inu ing  and 

supplementing the work of 

AVS UK. 

The land was purchased 

almost two years ago and 

with generous support from 

Charitable Trusts as well as 

from individuals we have 

now leveled the site, fenced 

the area and started on the 

foundations. In common with 

the rest of the world the cost 

of living has gone up 

dramatically in Uganda and 

we are still in need of funds 

to continue the development 

of the centre. This will 

continue to be the main 

thrust of our fundraising 

activities this year. As well as 

developing the structure we 

will need help in furnishing 

the restaurant, providing 

sports equipment for the 

young people, updating our 

computers for the computer 

training room and supporting 

the arts and drama groups 

with more equipment to help 

them to develop and improve 

their performance. If you 

have any contact with 

community centres, arts or 

sports groups or restaurants 

whom you think might be 

able to help we  would love 

you to get in touch with us.

This means that his tuition 

f e e s  a n d  s o m e 

accommodation will be paid 

for by the Government. He is 

going to study from 

Makerere University in 

Kampala. Like all of the 

students you help us to 

sponsor, Ivan comes from a 

very poor, rural family, 

looked after by his mother. 

They survive on the produce 

from their small area of land 

and Ivan would never have 

been able to study to this 

level without the help  of his 

sponsors. His Mother is 

completely amazed at the 

generosity of people whom 

she has never met but who 

have been prepared to help 

her son. She desperately 

wanted to give us something 

as a sign of her appreciation. 

So, one morning Ivan 

appeared with a litre of milk 

fresh from their cow and half 

a dozen eggs. A really 

generous ôthank youõ from a 

family with so little. 

As well as Ivan, two other 

students did well in their ôAõ 

levels this year, Duncan and 

Olive.  

Other s tudents have 

completed their courses and 

are now on the rough road of 

job hunting. We have 

employed Skovia, a disabled 

student, in our computer and 

stationery shop as she has  

finished her secretarial 

training. Five more students 

will complete their courses in 

November,  one with a 

d e g re e  in  B us in e ss 

Management, two as  Social 

Workers, one as a S.E. Nurse  

and one as a Clinical Medical 

Officer. Funds have been 

very tight whilst these 

s tuden ts  have been 

completing their studies but 

if our sponsors are prepared 

to take on new students we 

will start again with some 

new youngsters who 

complete their Primary 

Education in November. 

Thank you for changing their 

lives.
